	Course Description:
	This class provides a general introduction to the historical and political development, the principles, values, and main objectives of the European Union. 

The course will focus on the relations between the EU and its member States as well as the EU and other International Organizations with respect to legal, political and commercial issues. 

Students will analyse the structure of the “internal market”, namely the principles of free movement of goods, persons and services. Due attention will be given to competition issues and to future developments in the European integration process and relations with third countries

to develop the students´ skills in comparing the principles of EU law and US law.


	Course Outline:
	The students are expected to read the relevant reading material and case law (indicated below) beforehand in order to participate actively in class. 

Lectures will include case studies and discussions on crucial topics of EU law.


	Methods of Instruction:
	The lecturer will provide general information with the use of power point slides. Each module of the course will, in addition, include a number of case studies based on the case law of the European Court of Justice.
